We have decided to take the Berclair sixth grade class to the St. Louis Arch and the City 
Museum in St. Louis, Missouri on Friday, April 20, 2012. While at the City Museum, students 
will have access to several hands on activities. We will have the opportunity to take the students 
to the top of the Arch. Please note the following detailed information below. 
 

� Miss Glover’s class will leave the Berclair campus at 4:45 a.m. and return around 11:15 
p.m. Please arrive by 4:30 a.m. 

� Students will not stop for breakfast while traveling to St. Louis. They will stop to eat 
dinner on the way home. The students should bring a sack lunch that we will eat on the 
grounds of the St. Louis Arch.  They may also want to bring items for breakfast on the 
bus. 

� Dress Code for the trip is as follows: 
School uniform shirt with khaki or navy shorts or slacks (no jeans).  Students may 
bring an MRBS t-shirt to wear at the City Museum.  Shorts must be within 2 inches of 
the top of the knee cap.  No jeans. 

� Parents are welcome to attend the trip. However, parents are not permitted to ride 

school transportation. Since this trip is out of state, we are asking that only students and 
their parents/guardians attend. The cost of an adult ticket is $13 if requested with the 
attached waiver. This group rate is not available at the door. 

� Cost: The cost of the trip is $55 per student. This includes admission to the museum and 
the Arch. Students will also need to bring money for dinner and any souvenirs. Students 
will not be stopping for breakfast. 

� Students are not allowed to bring video games or music devices of any kind. 
� The money for the field trip will be taken off the student’s voucher on Monday, April 16, 

2012. 
� The deadline for purchasing tickets is March 30. After this date, we will not be able to 

add or subtract any tickets.
